 Yet, it is possible to extend your stay in a foreign EU country without losing residence permit in 
Germany – you will need to talk individually to the German administrative offices

 Thus, a detailed planning far in advance is necessary

Exams

• A module’s exam may consist of: 
• one exam for all courses of a module (“Module final-exams”) or of

• separate exams for each of the courses of a module (“Module part-exams”)
 part-exams of a module can be undertaken in different semesters.

• E.g. Core Module: Research & Teaching
• Studies & research in Economics: e-exam
• Introductory Econometrics: written exam

Exams

• Exams can be repeated twice 
(i.e., a total of three attempts: the first try + two retake possibilities)

• You cannot retake an exam to get a better grade once you succeed

• Failed exams should be retaken as soon as possible
but you can also postpone them

• If you are sick during an exam, you will have to provide a doctor‘s 
note (rules can be found in the Study Office‘s download center)
